Disassembly

The first step of disassembling your rifleis to ensure it iSNLOADED. Do Not assume
your rifle is unloaded. Verify your rifle is unloaded per the steps in theFieldStripping
section

stripped we are ready to begin the trigger disassembly.

On semiauto AK series rifles you will typically see two pins going through the receivee.
pins have a groove close to the dhed the pin in which the retaining wire sit$he retaining
wire prevents the pins from sliding out of the rifle during normal operatibore than one
person has attempted to remove the pins without remakengetaining wire.The pins WILL
NOT come ait until the retainers removed.
